Online Teaching continued in the wake of the Covid-
19 pandemic with each day being a revelation for
both students and teachers; learning for everyone.
Schooling online from home is the new normal and
the challenge is on delivering quality education
using new innovative methods & concepts.

- Innovative Teaching Methods & Undivided
Attention- Teachers during their school visits
made subject-wise videos of different topics
using aids and other material. Innovative material
was created and used so that children understand
the topic well and also find it interesting. After
sharing the video, practice sheets were sent to the
students. Few children submitted online (in most
of the cases there is only one gadget at home and
children have to wait for their parents to return
from work to have access to it), the majority
submitted during door to door visits of the
teachers. Once the teachers were satisfied that
the concept is understood, assessment sheets
were circulated for the final assessment and
evaluation.

Video Content Development for Virtual
Learning- Process has been initiated to introduce
concept based learning.The subject wise syllabus
for every concept has been mapped out and

teachers make videos accordingly. 50 videos
have been compiled and shared with the
children and more are in process. Not only do
children find them interesting but it is also a
virtual resource for students that can be accessed
anytime.
Class wise assignments were shared on
WhatsApp groups on regular basis and for more
clarity, teachers made and shared videos & voice
messages. Total 35 WhatsApp groups were
formed, 7 in each school.
Door to door teacher visits were conducted to
scrutinise practice sheets, solve problems & check
homework. SA-1 (Summative Assessment) and
FA-2 (Formative Assessment) sheets were
prepared & distributed. Total 240 visits took
place, 8in every month.
Home visits by the teachers to solve problems-
Home visits according to need were also
conducted onregular basis to help the students &
parents.
Parent Teacher Meeting took place and all the
social distancing norms were adhered to.

Extra-Curricular Activities:

All special days and festivals were celebrated online

with great zeal and enthusiasm.

+ Total 150 students enrolled, in the year 2020, 25
new children took admission.

» Online classes were conducted every day via
zoom & WhatsApp video calls from Monday to
Friday, 9-12.30 am with a break in between.
Assignments were shared on daily basis. On
Saturdays for 2 hours, special classes were

conducted to help students improve their
speaking & reading skills. Classes started every
day with a 5 minutes counselling session on
maintaining hygiene. Hand wash and other
relevant activity videos were shared with the
children so that they form a habit early on, of
following these safety measures.

Records- Printouts of all assignments to date for
each child were maintained in separate files for
categories activity, academic & exam
performance.

Remedial classes conducted for children with
learning needs which helped them in
understanding concepts and gain confidence

Extra care - For homes with one gadget and two
siblings studying in our school, we conducted
afternoon sessions for the child who could not
attendin the morning dueto this reason.

Result 2020 - 125 students appeared for the final
exams and 90 students got 90% and above and
the rest passed with more than 80%.
